What is a Fundraising Volunteer?
It’s about:

· inspiring others
· Being the lead voice for fundraising on property (advocacy; championing;   engaging staff) and the key point of contact for fundraising on property
· Encouraging everyone on property to think like a fundraiser
· Sharing stories about the need and impact of fundraising at your property with staff and volunteers

By getting involved, you could…
· Become part of a friendly and dedicated team.
· Meet people from all backgrounds and make new friends.
· Practice and develop your communication and application skills.

· Gain experience in securing funding and organisation of fundraising events and activities.
· Have the satisfaction of knowing you are helping secure invaluable funds for an enriching project and important heritage site.
What’s involved?

Working with the General Manager to agree targets and develop a simple property fundraising plan.

• Celebrating donations and gifts in Wills stories on property, and identify appropriate ways to weave these sensitively into the visitor experience.

• Ensuring there is at least one invitation to give (message asking for a donation) on property, supported by appropriately sited collection mechanism: collection

boxes, Tills and/or webpage.
• Fully leveraging income potential for second-hand bookshops (where appropriate).

• Developing a ‘wish list’ for commemorative donations an gifts from supporters groups to guide supporters toward projects and opportunities that align with the property’s needs.

• Identifying opportunities to host supporter events and visits to cultivate and steward donations and gifts in Wills.

• Inspiring and facilitating volunteers and other supporters to fundraise for the property.

· Researching and identifying smaller sources of funding and grants from local or national charities, groups, or individuals.

· Assisting with the organisation of fundraising events and activities.
· Assisting in the preparation and delivery of funding applications, written to a high standard.
· There might occasionally be some other activities that are of interest to you, that we could use your help with.
